
CONNECTING THE SLS TO PROTECT SPEAKERS 
 
1. The SLS-HW+ should be connected directly before the speaker you 
wish to protect. The SLS-HW+ is not weatherproof: if the speaker is 
outdoors, it will need to be covered and protected from the elements. 
Ground the SLS by connecting one of the center screw GND terminals 
of the SLS to a good earth ground. 
 
2. Connect the speaker to the EQUIPMENT terminals of the SLS-HW+ 
 
3. Connect the speaker line to the LINE terminals of the SLS-HW+.

Description 
 

The SLS-HW+ is uniquely designed to prevent induced lightning surges 
that can occur to speaker lines from damaging the connected equip-
ment. Simply locate the SLS-HW+ within the speaker line right after the 
amplifier to protect that amplifier, or directly before the speaker to protect 
that speaker.

CONNECTING THE SLS TO PROTECT THE ELECTRONIC 
EQUIPMENT 

 
Verification of Powered Equipment’s Earth Ground 
 
Verify that the electronic equipment that you wish to protect (i.e. the am-
plifier) is connected to a good earth ground. If the AC receptacle is 
grounded, then equipment with a 3-prong line cord will also be ground-
ed. If the amplifier to be protected uses only a 2-conductor AC line cord, 
then a separate ground wire should be connected from earth ground to 
the amplifier chassis. To ensure the integrity of the earth ground, consult 
a licensed electrician. 
 
 
Connecting the SLS-HW+ 
 
1. The SLS should be located close to the electronic equipment you wish 
to protect on the speaker line. Ground the SLS by connecting one of the 
center screw GND terminals of the SLS to a good earth ground. 
  
2. Connect the equipment’s output to the EQUIPMENT terminals of the 
SLS. 
 
3. Connect the load to the LINE terminals of the SLS.
